Advancenent Scheme (CAS) that is based on the APl score.

c) The institute undertakes a w de range of activities besides
academ cs, for which faculty nenbers are assigned additional duties
and responsibilities, which are nostly voluntary.

1. Title of the Practice: Conservation of Miusical |Instrunents
from Surgana Tal uka.

1. Objectives of the Practice:
1. Musical Instrunents used anong tribal comunities of Surgana

are made fromthings which are naturally available. The first
objective is to conserve and restore these nusi cal
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i nstrunents.

At present very few people are aware about these instrunents.
Due to | ack of awareness anong young generation this
fascinating art of playing nusic with ancient instrunments is
becom ng outdated. So to create awareness about this ancient
culture of nusical instrunments anong youth is the second

obj ecti ve.

The Context: Surgana Taluka is a tribal region where nost of

t he people are from Konkan tribe. Geographically this region
is surrounded by valleys and nountai n ranges of Sahyadri
nmount ai ns dense forest area. Highest rainfall is recorded
every year from Surgana region. This region is surrounded by
full of natural beauty during the rainy season. The Konkans
are the majority tribe anong the tribals in this tal uka
followed by tribes |like 'H ndu MahadevKoli, Warli, Harijan and
Charan’ comrunities living in harnony with each other. All
these tribes celebrate many festivals during the year. They
pl ay nmusic at every occasion. Misical instrunents are very

uni que which are nade fromnatural resources. A traditiona
musi ¢ of unknown aut horship, which is transmtted orally, is
what one calls folk nusic. The origin of it is the beliefs and
custons of ordinary people of a conmunity. There are sone
musi cal instrunents of these people, which represent all forns
of the traditional songs of the conmunity. Yatpagai, Duff,
Dak, Madhal, Tarpa, Kathya, Dera, Kingari, Tinki, Chitkora,
Tur, Piri, Bana, Tipri. , Nagara, Ghangali, Kundudi, Pava,
Ghungru, Tasha, Dhol aki, Dholtuntunehe are the instrunents
used by the tribal people of this region.Tribal people sings
and dance along with these instrunents and cel ebrate the
festivals of Dongarya Dev, Diwali, Holi, Akshay Tritiya,
Bhaya, etc. Miusic is common practice one the occasion of the
weddi ng cerenony. Songs or instrunents are also played on the
occasi on of one's death. Thus nusic is unavoi dable part of

t hese communities.

The Practice: This Practice is run by the departnent of

Mar at hi of our college. Various instrunents from | ocal
communities are collected, restored and conserved in the
departnent. Special awareness is crated anong students of the
departnment about these instrunents by assigning different
projects to B.A as well as MA students. Mst of the
students belong to tribal comunities. But in this nodern era
and changing life culture, these students are forgetting the
old traditional know edge and cultural heritage of nusic. In
the past, tribal people used to entertain thensel ves through
musi cal instrunents, but also used it as a neans of survival
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or earning. They nake noney by selling these nusical
instruments, playing themon various occasions. In order to
meke these col |l ege students aware of this, they are given
projects |ike project witing, interviews w th nusicians and
instrunentalists. The col |l ege has purchased all these
instrunents and has kept themin the Marathi section. In the
near future the college will provide training facility to play
and prepare this instrunent and preserve this cul tural
heritage in the formof nusical instrunents.

3. Evidences of success: Due to the availability of triba
musi cal instrunents in the college, Student’s enthusiastically
witing research projects on it. Sone students are getting
training fromlocal communities to play this instrunent. In
Surgana tal uka, banjo is played at bandl agna. Many students
are working in the local mnusic bands where they are playing
these traditional nusical instrunents. Through traditional
nmusi cal instrunents the traditional culture is preserve for
t he next generation.

4. Problens Encountered and Resources Required: Sone of the above
instrunents are out of date. There is no know edge about how
to prepare them Today, the banjo is not played in the band.
There are sone traditional nusical instrunent are avail able
but we still don’t know how to play them Mst of the
instrunents fromthe past were made from particular materi al
which is not avail able now so now these instrunents are being
made fromdifferent materials. The coll ege has preserved that
old instrunent as a historical treasure.

5. Notes (Optional): As Surgana is a tribal dom nated tal uka, al
the students here want to |earn nusical instruments. This is
rich cultural heritage of this region which can be prove to be
means of |ivelihood of many people fromthis region. The
college is playing instrunmental role in preserving, restoring
and conserving the mnusical heritage of this region.

1. The Context: Establishing a well equi pped science |aboratory
is a very expensive matter. It needs | aboratory apparatus,
chem cal s, spacious roons, electricity, refrigeration, trained
staff along with a | aboratory assistant to take care of the
| aboratory. It also requires safety neasures in case of
m shap. It is especially very difficult for Jr. College of
tribal area to nmake such a large investnent for well furnished
| aboratory. In this situation the students fromthe tri bal
areas are literally derived fromthe experience of carrying
out the scientific experinents in well equipped |aboratory.
They only |l earn these experinents theoretically through the
books. The faculty of Science in our college has identified
this need and provide them practical assistance in our
institution | aboratory.

2. The Practice: Qur College has adopted one junior college from
Surgana region. The coll ege has set-up of Laboratory of al
departnment’s are well equipped with all advanced equi pnents.
The teachers of the Science faculty contribute a lot in this
respect. They conduct and teach the experinents and practi cal
to the students of the adopted Jr. College. Teachers conduct
practical denonstration for students of 1l1th and 12th std.
They try to cover the practical prescribed in their Science
practical syllabus. Stduents are given an opportunity to
handl e apparatus and they al so can enjoy the practical
perform ng experience in the college |laboratory. In the
academ c year 2020-21 we have conducted virtual practica
sessions for the students.

3. Evidences of success: Since |ast one year adopted coll ege
students are enjoying benefits of the | aboratory. There is
i ncrease in passing percentage of the science student of
junior college. At the sane tine the teacher’s willingly
contribute towards the success of the practice as they are
very well aware of their sense of social responsibility.

4. Problems Encountered and Resources Required: Initially it was
difficult to manage tine table for this activity. But in the
due course of the tine we could do it. Now every year we are
to training a new batch of the students.
